· Reached an agreement for 112 current and former CSU dispatchers and other employees on 18 campuses to collectively receive nearly $160,000 in back wages

· Participated in a variety of Labor Management Committees across the state, including a statewide compensation LMC to review salary practices

· Became the exclusive representative for the 18 full-time dining services workers at University Enterprises, Inc., a CSU foundation at CSU Sacramento, and successfully negotiated an agreement with the CSU
